Director’s Notes

Popcorn Falls is a play that pretends to be simple—two actors, a small
town, a race against time—but it's anything but. Beneath the quick
changes, the farce, and the delightful chaos lies a story about why we
make theatre in the first place. It's a love letter to every community that
has ever gathered in a school gym, a church hall, or a borrowed room to
create something out of nothing but imagination, goodwill, and a bit of
stubborn hope.

At its core, this play celebrates the belief that stories can save a town,
that creativity can rebuild what'’s broken, and that a handful of people with
a shared purpose can make something extraordinary. That's the
heartbeat of community theatre, and it's what drew me to this piece.

Directing Popcorn Falls has been a joy from start to finish. The script
demands agility, generosity, and a fearless sense of play—and | was lucky
to work with two actors who brought all of that and more. Their
commitment, their humour, and their willingness to leap headfirst into
dozens of characters made the rehearsal room a place of constant
discovery. Every single night, Jaclyn and | found ourselves in stiches - no
matter how many times we'd watched the scene played. The character
Becky talks about seeing her first play and says, “...wouldn't | be the
luckiest person if | could be part of something that brought people
together like this?” | am that lucky person.

This production is, in many ways, a celebration of what happens when a
community—onstage and off—chooses creativity over cynicism. Thank
you for being here, for supporting local theatre, and for believing in the

magic that can happen when a story is shared.
